Note for teachers


The activity day is open to all Key Stage 2 pupils. Planned activities will be differentiated, where possible, to support the needs of all learners. All schools attending can bring a maximum of 6 pupils. Staff will be expected throughout the day to take an active part in the sessions. All pupils should come dressed and prepared to work outside. They will also need to bring a packed lunch and depending on the weather any of the following items: raincoat, sun hat, sun block.

To gather information schools will need to bring the following ICT equipment to record their learning (data logger, digital camera, Intel Movie Maker (or similar video recording device) and a digital voice recorder.)














An exciting Science and ICT Event!





RSPB Northwood Hill is situated on a ridge overlooking the Thames Marshes. Over 100 pairs of grey herons nest in the trees, with what is one of the UK's largest and most famous colonies of little egrets, whose numbers have increased year-on-year since they first nested here in 2000, reaching an amazing 93 pairs by 2007. ��The reserve also includes great swathes of flat marshes, where lapwings, redshanks, and avocets breed. In winter you can see teals, buzzards and hen harriers.








Following the Activity Day pupils will have the opportunity to ask further questions by taking part in a 30 minute web conference with our local RSPB Experts prior to uploading and publishing their work from the day on the Making the News website. To support schools Kent Leading ICT Teachers will be available to help with these tasks.
